Noteworthy Police Work

Quilles who conducted a motor vehicle stop, located small
amounts of heroin, marijuana and drug paraphernalia and through his investigation was able to
locate 1.75 ounces of heroin and over an ounce of crack cocaine hidden in the vehicle.
