Two teachers from the Southport School reported that they were robbed at gunpoint.
Investigation revealed that two juveniles were responsible. These same two juvenile suspects
were also responsible for several other robberies that same day in different municipalities. The
Quality of Life unit followed up promptly and with the assistance of detectives from other police
departments, two juvenile summonses were issued. This particular crime triggered concern in
the Southport community. Chief Kalamaras and Lt. Ed Weihe spoke with several members of
the community regarding this crime and overall prevention strategies.

Auto Theft Task force, made an arrest of three individuals in a stolen vehicle on Maplewood
Avenue in Bridgeport after the plate was scanned on a license plate reader.

See Below from Shift Commander Lt. Edward Nook recognizing the good work of Sgt. Matejek,
Officer Jeff Wikman, Officer Ed Terifay, Officer Dan Chase, Officer Chris J. Rubis, Officer Eamon
Monks, and T/C Susanna DeMoura in the investigation and apprehension of two suspects in an
armed robbery.

At 0300 hours, A 911 call was received by our communications center of a male subject running
from Cumberland Farms (975

Kings Highway East) after he had just displayed a hand gun to the cashier while robbing the
store! Almost immediately,

Officer Wikman was in the area and had located a suspicious vehicle driving in the area with its
head lights off.

Officer Wikman waited for assistance from other patrols to arrive, then made a felony stop.

The vehicle stopped on the 195 on ramp. The driver complied with commands and was taken
into custody by Officer Wikman and Officer Monks.

The Passenger who was later identified as the Robber, refused to listen to their commands. He
exited the vehicle and ran on to the highway. This created a very dangerous situation for himself
and the Officers who gave chase which included Sergeant Matejek, Officer Chase, and Officer
Terifay. While giving chase on the highway, the officers had to avoid being hit themselves.
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They were able to place the suspect into custody after Sergeant Matejek successfully deployed
his Taser into him. Before the suspect was taken into custody, Sergeant Matejek was able to
properly identify the suspect who had ran and gave a detailed description over the radio. He
handled and supervised the scene with calm and professionalism. Officer Rubis was assigned the
call, he responded to Cumberland Farms and maintained the integrity of the scene and relayed
pertinent information to other Officers.

From beginning to end, with the capture of both suspects, Dispatcher Susana DeMoura had
relayed important and critical information which helped keep all safe and assisted with the
officer’s success in the field.

At the conclusion of this active robbery, All Officers involved acted with courage,
professionalism, Honor, Excellence and most importantly were able to go home safe at the end
of their shift.

Two suspects were charged with Robbery 1% degree and Conspiracy to Commit Robbery 1°
degree and interfering with an officer.

Officer Matthew Bok was the first winner of the “Perkin Cup” shooting completion with a score
of 241.

Gary Wikman retired on November 1, 2021 after serving 31 years.
