REGULAR MEETING
JANUARY 14, 2011

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by the Chairman, Commissioner Hersh.
Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Hersh; the Secretary Commissioner Dubrosky, Commissioners; Kleber, Flynn, Peterson; Postol; Chief Macnamara, D/C Lyddy, Lt. Perez.
The Chairman asked for a moment of silence for the victims of the Tucson shooting.
The Pledge of Allegiance   was recited.
The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Kleber; carried unanimously.
Traffic Surveys:
T.S. #1 – Stephens Lane – Request: due to the increase of tractor-trailer traffic utilizing Stephens Lane as an alternate “Highway” we request NO Thru Truck signage on Stephens Lane.  Speeding on Stephens Lane has also become a serious issue. Recommendation: Deny No Thru truck signage.  Recommend moving 25 MPH signs between 25 and 30 feet up from present location.  Mr. Stasaitis explained to the Commission his requests.  States he is losing a tenant due to increase in truck traffic.  Would like enforcement stepped up in the area. The Department will ask Fairfield Stone to try and not use Stephens Lane as an avenue to their headquarters.  This would be voluntary by the company.
Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to add to the recommendation stepped up enforcement; in addition a speed plate reading would be done again; carried unanimously.
T.S. #2 – Southport Train Station areas – Request: Increase lighting and police presence in the late night hours at the Southport Train station.  Also install security convex mirrors under the tracks from the northbound side to the southbound side, at the end of the platform, down the stairs, etc.  (see attached letter and pictures).  At present, it’s too dark and has too many blind spots.  Recommendation: Install a light on the UI police #5062 and clean up all utility boxes and wires.  Also recommend increasing police presence.  Lt. Perez read an additional letter from Jennifer Weil regarding the area.  Additional lighting was approved, and it was also mentioned that the town is currently working on video surveillance at the train stations.
Motion by Commissioner Dubrosky; seconded by Commissioner Peterson; to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.
T. S. #3 – Post Road in Southport between 2507 & 2425- Request: Replace existing No Parking signs with New Legible No parking signs on both sides of the Post Road located just past 2425 (Tide Mill Building) but before the bridge and across the street going south.  Existing signs are illegible.  Also requesting a No Parking sign just before the 2425 Tide Mill building’s entrance to parking lot on the same side of the street.  Recommendation:  Replace all existing No Parking signs (all faded) in from the Tide Mill building and 2507 Post Road.  Also recommend Tide Mill property owners to remove two parking spots underneath the Tide Mill building.  Discussion:  Can’t force complex to remove parking spots. They must have 75 they currently have 82.
Motion by Commissioner Kleber; seconded by Commissioner Dubrosky; to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.
The Monthly Report was presented.
Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Dubrosky to adjourn at 5:12 p.m. and go into Private Executive; for the purpose of Personnel matters; carried unanimously.
