FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 13, 2011

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Hersh at 4:30 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Hersh; the Secretary, Commissioner Dubrosky, Commissioners: Kleber, Flynn, Peterson, Chief Macnamara, D/C Lyddy, Lt. Perez.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Kleber, seconded by Commissioner Dubrosky; carried unanimously.

T.S. #1 -  Guydan Lane between Pansy Road & Brookside Drive – Request: the location is a 4 way intersection with only 3 Stop signs.  There is a serious need for a 4th Stop sign facing Guydan Lane.  A lack of this stop sign creates a false sense to all the other 3 stop signs (none of which are marked 3 way stop signs)that they have the right of way by assuming cares at Guydan Lane will stop also.  This created an unforeseen danger.  By placing this 4th stop sign at Guydan Lane, it will ensure the safety of all drivers, pedestrians and children – due to the fact that there is an elementary school only 2 blocks away.  Recommendation: to approve the stop sign on Guyden Lane.  Discussion.


Motion by Commissioner Kleber; seconded by Commissioner Flynn to adopt the recommendation; carried unanimously.

Donations:  $25 for D.A.R.E. from the Ffld. Emblem club.  Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to accept the donation; carried unanimously.

Presentation and discussion by Mr. Galante, Atty. Fitzpatrick, Business Mgr. from Black Rock Cong. Church  about the plans that have been okayed by TPZ, and Wetlands for the proposed new Black Rock Cong. Church and additional parking spaces.
Commissioner Postol and Commission Lazinger arrived at the meeting.

The church will be having two Sunday services, 9 & 11, instead of three.  Black Rock Tpke. will be widened on the Church side.  There will be a satellite parking lot at Notre Dame.  The two driveways will be made into one.  There will be a left turn lane into the church coming southbound.  Commissioner Kleber asked if the current shoulder  width would be maintained, that nothing would be touched on the house side , Mr. Galante agreed.  The next step is that this project would be filed with the STC.
Commissioner Peterson and Commissioner Flynn did not feel  comfortable voting in favor of this at this time.  Commissioner Peterson and Commissioner Flynn  would like it on next month’s traffic survey, so that the area could be reviewed.  Commissioner Flynn would like a copy of the plans and book of the project that TPZ passed. 

Motion by Commissioner Kleber; seconded by Commissioner Peterson to put the proposed project for Black Rock Cong. Church on the next traffic surveys; carried unanimously.

Chief Macnamara presented the Monthly Report.

Commissioner Peterson asked that two items be put on the agenda next Month: 1. Problem of speeding in town, and what approach department is taking to combat it; 2. Discussion with regard to TPZ meetings and having police representation there for traffic issues.  Guidelines for coordination of efforts with regard to traffic issues to be worked out among the different agencies involved.
Motion by Commissioner Dubrosky; seconded by Commission Peterson to adjourn the regular meeting and go into private executive session at 5:20 p.m.; carried unanimously.
