FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 8, 2007

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Postol at 4:30 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Postol, the Secretary, Commissioner Lazinger, Commissioners Howard, Peterson, Chief Peck, Captains: Comers, Macnamara, Lt. Lyddy.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Howard; carried unanimously with the following correction:  change the Secretary to Commissioner Lazinger who arrived later.

Traffic surveys:  Mr. Short addressed the Commission with regard to speeding on Round Hill and Ermine Street area.  The recommendation for T.S. #1 was to deny his request for a stop sign, but use selective enforcement in the area.  He seemed fine with that recommendation.
T.S. #2 – the decision of the Safe School Zones grant applied for by Engineering and the Department should be forthcoming before September.

T.S. #3 – the petition for the area was dropped off by Mr. Condon.
To be placed on the September traffic surveys.
T.S. #4 – Commission Lazinger recused himself from this item, the requestor is a client of his.
Mr. Leonzi gave the Commission a little background on the signage on Thorpe Street.  He noted that the signs were placed when Fairfield Lumber was in business.  It is no longer in business, and the area has become more residential with the addition of duplexes.  Parking is at a premium.  That is why he wants the signs removed.  He had canvassed the area with a petition, and has gotten everyone to sign, except two that were either not home or would not answer the door.  He tried over a two week period.

T.S. # 5 – the polling done by Mr. Kelly was only residents on Sasco Hill and not Tide Mill.  The survey team did not see the impact on those residents. Thus the recommendation was to deny his request.
T.S. #6 – Mr. Crespo called Lt. Lyddy and asked that his request be tabled until the September meeting.  It was the consensus of the Commission to table T.S. #6 until the September meeting.

T.S. #7 – Traffic Survey team spoke to the owner of the property.  She does not want any signage on her property.

T.S. #8 – Discussion was held on the original request that has been tabled from the previous meeting.  Questions arose with regard to parking between the two driveways, and possible signage for both the entrance and exit driveways on Commerce Drive.  Being that the Traffic survey team only dealt with one driveway, it was the consensus of the Commission to table the request and revisit the area and reassess the overall situation there.  Julie Scap agreed that even though she was looking for a solution to the problem sooner than later, that she would like to see the entire area done with the correct solutions.
#1  Request a stop sign at the corner of Ermine Street crossing on both sides or the road to slow traffic or that sidewalks be constructed along one or both sides of the road to improve the safety of the residents while slightly narrowing the width of this road. 

Second issue: Round Hill Rd. under the highway underpass  - requesting no parking from highway entrance to highway exit as there are no waste receptacles and no monitoring this parking.  (commuters park there and leave newspapers, coffee cups, bottles etc.). RECOMMENDATION: Denied

#2  Create a school safety zone.. RECOMMENDATION: Table the request pending further studies and incorporation with safe routes to school grant.

#3  Review the No Parking signs installed along Mill Plain Rd. Asking that these no parking signs be changed -possibly to the same as was done on Paper Mill Lane - from no parking at any time to no parking restrictions from 7am till noon (believe that is what Papermill was changed to).. RECOMMENDATION: Table the request.

#4  Remove no parking signs.  (original complainant Larry Leonzi) see attached  . RECOMMENDATION: Remove the three (3) No Parking signs south of the bank entrance.

#5  Requesting a "No Parking" sign be put on Tide Mill Terrace. . RECOMMENDATION: Denied

#6  Review traffic/speeding problem on Hulls Highway between Range Rd. and Gray Rock Rd.

Suggestion: Stop signs or speed bumps.. RECOMMENDATION: Refer to Police Department for increase of selective enforcement. Engineering Department to continue study of engineering solutions

#7  Request: Install a hidden driveway sign, slow curve or slow ahead sign at 303 Hulls Farm Rd.  Road rises and bends resulting in the resident being concerned with the safety of getting out of driveway. Speed of oncoming traffic impacts her when exiting.. RECOMMENDATION: Denied

#8  Vehicles are being parked for full day very close to driveway obstructing exit views.

Requesting  solution to this problem.. RECOMMENDATION: Install no parking with a right arrow 25 feet east of the dealership driveway.

Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Peterson; to accept the traffic surveys as amended; carried unanimously.

Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Peterson to purchase the 14 police bikes ($21,937.44) and the rapid deployment vehicle ($55,000) from the Federal Asset forfeiture funds as presented; carried unanimously.
The Monthly Report was presented.

Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Peterson to adjourn and go into private executive session for the purpose of discussing personnel matters and pending litigation; carried unanimously.
Meeting adjourned at 5:30p.m.
