FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 14, 2005

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners began at 4:30 p.m.

Those present were:  the Chairman, Commissioner Durrell, the Secretary, Commissioner Howard, Commissioners Carroll-Mirylees, Postol, Chief Sambrook, Captains: Dyer, Filush, Peck, Sgt. Zabin, ACO Miller.

Due to large turnout the meeting was moved to the training room.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Howard to approve the minutes of the previous meeting; carried unanimously.

Traffic Surveys – T.S. # 5 Lawrence Road – The Chairman read the recommendations of the traffic survey team to those residents present.  Discussion:  Sgt. Zabin stated that Mr. Bill Hurley, Town Engineer, recommended not establishing a crosswalk.  He suggested installation of a sidewalk, north side.  A feasibility study would have to be done with regard to that.  A traffic-volume study with regard to walkers would also be done in the spring.  At this time the sidewalk issue would be pursued.  Sgt. Zabin also suggested contacting the school committee (extending bus pickups).
T.S. #3 – Brookbend Road – Mr. Donnely addressed the Commission regarding his concerns.  Captain Peck stated that a traffic study was done in the area, and that the average speed of vehicles was 29 mph, that there were 41 cars around 7am, and 26 cars 4 p.m.  That approximately 5 infractions were issued between the hours of 6:45 and 7:30 a.m.  It was also noted that the courts will not prosecute speed violations unless the violation is over 15mph the posted limit. Ms. Jones offered her driveway for officers to park to do enforcement on the road.  The arrow curve signs will be installed by Dept. of Public Works.  Continued enforcement will be done in the area.
T.S. #4 – Sturges Road & Unquowa West – The deer crossing sign that was there,  would be replaced.  The issue is speeding.  Selective enforcement would be conducted in the area.

Old Business – It was the consensus of the Commission to add Officer Guilfoyle to the agenda.  Captain Filush stated that he recommends that Officer Guilfoyle be accepted as a regular member of the department, that he has successfully completed his extended probationary period.  Motion by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees; seconded by Commissioner Howard to make Officer Guilfoyle a permanent member of the Department; carried unanimously.
New Business

The Sgt. Krahm item was canceled by the Union Attorney.

Election of officers – Motion by Commissioner Durrell to nominate Commissioner Fitzpatrick as the next Chairman, seconded by Commissioner Postol; carried unanimously.

Motion by Commissioner Howard to nominate Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees as the next Secretary; seconded by Commissioner Postol; carried unanimously.

Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees to purchase the weapons and equipment as requested from the Federal Forfeiture Funds in the amount of $3,015.00; carried unanimously.
A representative from Pinnacle One addressed the Commission with regard to the Fire Lane/Bus parking area at Fairfield High Warde.  It was his request that the striping be removed and the area be posted with signage that states Bus and Emergency Parking Only.  He stated that the fire department has no problem with doing this.  The Commission requested that he run this by Mr. Bill Hurley, Town Engineer, and get his approval for this, then come back to the Commission with that approval.
The Commission added Sanford Street to the agenda at the request of the Chairman, Commissioner Durrell.

The Chairman read a letter from a new business owner on Sanford Street,  Chroma Cards, with regards to parking problems for patrons and employees.  The Chairman, after the holidays will get in contact with Mr. Barnhardt with regard to employee parking passes and the cost, and also contact the Chamber of Commerce with regard to promoting the parking garage as an alternative to finding parking spots.
Motion by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees to accept the traffic surveys as amended; seconded by Commissioner Howard; carried unanimously.
T.S. #1 – Trefoil Court – request one side of street be posted “No Parking this Side” for a short distance as you first enter the street.  Recommend – approved/no parking signs on west side between start of roadway and pole #3592.

T.S. #2 – 84 Ardmore Street – request a handicapped parking space in front of her home on Ardmore Street. Recommend – approved/in front of #86 at pole #31-3.

T.S. #3 – Brookbend Road – request – post a police officer on Brookbend Road between light police #2235 and #2236 – (the blind left hand curve) from 6:45 am to 7:30 am due to speeders.  Recommend – approved/with modifications:  1. selective enforcement entered into data base.  2.  Arrow curve signs designed by engineering department – plans forthcoming.

T.S. #4 – Sturges Road and Unquowa West Road – Request – 1.  install stop signs on Sturges Road at corner of Unquowa West Road. 2. –Make Unquowa West a one-way Street. 3.  install deer crossing signs on each of these roads. (see letter for details).  Recommend – Stop sign denied – good sight line observed.  2.  One way street denied/negative impact on neighboring streets volume.  3.  Deer crossing denied – one deer related accident in three years noted in CAD remarks occurred on 10-31-05.  Prior denial on 1999.
T.S. #5 – Request – 1.  Crosswalk at Round Hill Road and Lawrence Road.  2. A stop sign at the same corner. 3.  Exiting Riverfield School by Lakeside Road onto Mill Plain Road should have a police officer in inclement weather.  4.  Speed bumps may solve speeding problem.  Recommendations:  Crosswalk pending engineering review.  2.  Stop sign denied – use for speed reduction does not meet uniform traffic control devices standard.  3.  Police officer denied – sent to Riverfield  School in inclement weather.  4.  Speed bumps.  Denied – conflict with fire and DPW  department standards.
T.S. #6 – Intersection of Reef Road and Oldfield Road – Request – install two hour parking limit signs at above intersection.  Recommend to deny – not a traffic safety issue.

T.S. #7 – Corner of Post Road and Old Post Road (Library) – request to remove parking spaces the first 100 yards from the above intersection (near the bus stop) in front of the library.  (see letter for explanation).  Recommendation to deny – needed parking space for downtown merchants.

T.S. #8 – Town Hall – Old Post Road – Request:  Put an arrow on the driveway directing people the right direction to go in order to park their cars. Recommend to approve – painted white arrow see attached diagram.

Budgets:  ACO Miller presented the Animal Control Budget.  Motion by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees; seconded by Commissioner Howard to accept the Animal Control Budget as presented.

Captain Peck presented the Emergency Communications Budget.  Motion by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees; seconded by Commissioner Howard to accept the ECC Budget as presented; carried unanimously.
Chief Sambrook and Captain Dyer presented the police department budget.  Motion by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees; seconded by Commissioner Postol to accept the police budget as presented; carried unanimously.
Chief Sambrook presented the monthly report.  Motion by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees; seconded by Commissioner Howard to accept the Monthly report as presented; carried unanimously.
Motion by Commissioner Howard; seconded by Commissioner Carroll-Mirylees to adjourn and go into private executive session for the purpose of discussing personnel matters and pending litigation; carried unanimously.
