FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

JULY 11, 2007

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order at 4:49 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Postol, the Secretary, Commissioner Postol, Commissioner Peterson, Chief Peck, Captains: Comers, Macnamara, Lt. Lyddy, Sgt. Bloch, ACO Miller.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Lazinger, seconded by Commissioner Postol; carried unanimously.

Traffic Surveys

#1  Crosswalk for Fairfield Beach Road at Penfield 2.. RECOMMENDATION: Approved, crosswalk walkway to east of service driveway.

#2  Requesting "No Outlet" sign or "Dead End" sign.. RECOMMENDATION: Denied  (outlet exists, not a dead end)

#3  This light is scheduled for replacement. Brain LeClerc requests the state consider installing pedestrian signals for Old Post Rd. and Unquowa Road - exclusive

All way stop - based on pedestrian volume.. RECOMMENDATION: Table for further study, referring request to state for comments, suggestions and cost participation.

#4  Install two hour limit parking signs between #19 and #31 Catherine St. (by utility pole) and on south border of #30 Catherine St. property (by utility pole). A sign is already posted by #6 Catherine St.

Certain individuals regularly park all day that are apparent train commuters and/or work in the area. Signs are already posted on all other neighboring streets.. RECOMMENDATION: Approved

#5  Review downtown area survey/parking (Fairfield Center).. RECOMMENDATION: Waiting for written report from Captain Comers.

#6  Requesting temporary 2 hour parking from 10 AM - 10 PM on both sides of Grasmere from Longview to the Post Rd. for the duration of the construction project in the area. Also CL&P should submit a detour plan and MPot  (traffic signs) phase plan for the project that should also be reviewed - if not police and engineering could develop one for the business and residents that the commission could vote on. (see attached diagram).. RECOMMENDATION: Request withdrawn due to emergency and  temporary nature of the project.

#7  Vehicles are being parked for full day very close to driveway obstructing exit views.

Requesting  solution to this problem.. RECOMMENDATION: Denied

#8  Request: Creating no parking at above location.. RECOMMENDATION: Tabled until July. Lt. Lyddy to submit a plan for painted driveway designations.

#9  Install a "Hidden Driveway" or "Blind Turn" sign on Brookside Drive.. RECOMMENDATION: Homeowner at 425 Brookside Drive to improve visibility of driveway or pullout.

Clear brush to utility pole #2825.

#10  Review the No Parking signs installed along Mill Plain Rd. Asking that these no parking signs be changed -possibly to the same as was done on Paper Mill Lane - from no parking at any time to no parking restrictions from 7am till noon (believe that is what Papermill was changed to).. RECOMMENDATION: Petition required to change parking signs on Mill Plain Road from 905 Mill Plain Rd. (Perry St. to Unquowa Rd.). Petition must be signed all All property owners on both sides of Mill Plain from Perry St. to Unquowa Rd.  (side note for file) No Parking near Unquowa intersection must remain for section of Mill Plain Rd. that has the turning lane.

Traffic Surveys:  Mr. Mark Cocharan, a commuter, spoke to the Commission and told them that he was against posting the rest of Catherine Street with the no parking signage.

As a commuter he had trouble finding parking. Mr. Cocharan was informed that parking lots and permits for those lots fall under the Parking Authority.

Discussion was held next on T.S. #5 Downtown Area survey/parking.  Captain Comers gave the Commission an overview of the report submitted.  He suggested that the proposed plan be implemented and then studied for the next 6 months for effect.
Commissioner Peterson inquired why the time limit was not changed to 3 hrs.  It was explained on how ticketing and the accountability of the tickets given would be affected by changing from2 to 3 hr parking limits.

Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Peterson to implement the plan for the downtown area as presented; carried unanimously.

T.S. #6 was withdrawn – Commission has no jurisdiction.  CLP has right of imminent domain. 

Julie Scap has requested that T.S. #7 be tabled until the August meeting.  The Commission concurred.

T.S. #8 – Lt. Lyddy presented to the Commission a map of the area delineating   

the driveways on Berwick.  Mr. Benedetto thought the lines would be enough as long as there was aggressive enforcement.
T.S. #9 – Lt. Lyddy gave the Commission updated photos of the area in question.  The property owner has cut and trimmed the bushes.  Sightline has improved.

T.S. #10 – Mr. Condon presented to the Commission a petition but was unable to get several of the neighbors.  Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Postol, that this matter be reconsidered at the next meeting allowing Mr. Condon to pursue getting the petition signed by those who have not been contacted; carried unanimously.
Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger to approve the T.S. recommendations of the following: traffic survey 1,2,3,4, 8, 9, 5 was approved on a separate motion, 6 was withdrawn, 7 was tabled until August, 10 was tabled on a separate motion; carried unanimously.
Discussion was held with regard to the petition procedure for traffic survey requests. It was the consensus that before placing on the traffic surveys that a petition must be present, internal requests will be the responsibility of the Chief’s office through the Special Services division to complete forms.  Selectman’s Office has been given petition forms to give out for constituents that call there with problems.  Discretion will be up to the Chief as to whether or not the petition rule will be waived for a specific request.  It was also noted that on the web site that it be made easier to find the forms, that was to be handled by Lt. Lyddy.

Officer Deangelis presented his K-9 proposal to the Commission. No action will be taken at this time, and the k-9 proposal will be incorporated in the overall consulting firms review of the Department.

Donations:  $870 for Animal Control from $250 Denise Fenton; $100 Richard & Marilyn Antonik, $20 Wendy Crocker, and $150 from Ffld. Woods Middle School for internet safety program.  Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger to deposit the donations into their appropriate accounts; carried unanimously.
The monthly report was presented and discussed.

Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger to adjourn and go into private executive session for the purpose of discussing personnel matters and pending litigation; carried unanimously.
