FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISISONERS
REGULAR MEETING

JUNE 13, 2007

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Postol at 4:30 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Postol, Commissioners Howard, Fitzpatrick, Chief  Peck, Captains: Comers, Macnamara.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard; carried unanimously.

Traffic Surveys: Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard to Table #1 until the next meeting when a written report of the suggestions would be presented; carried unanimously.

T.S. #2 Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to table until the receipt of the paperwork, i.e. petition, and confirmation from the resident at #19 Catherine Street; seconded by Commissioner Howard; carried unanimously.
T.S. #3 Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard to table; carried unanimously.
T.S. #4 Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #5 Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #6 Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #7 It was the consensus of the Commission to table the matter.  Commissioner Fitzpatrick recused himself from the topic item.
#1  Review downtown area survey/parking (Fairfield Center).. RECOMMENDATION: Discuss report and recommendations of Mark Barnhart, Housing and Economic Development Director.

#2  Install two hour limit parking signs between #19 and #31 Catherine St. (by utility pole) and on south border of #30 Catherine St. property (by utility pole). A sign is already posted by #6 Catherine St.

Certain individuals regularly park all day who are apparent train commuters and/or work in the area. Signs are already posted on all other neighboring streets.. RECOMMENDATION: Follow parking rule procedure - petition and form required. Is #19 Catherine St. in favor of this proposal?

#3  This light is scheduled for replacement. Brain LeClerc requests the state consider installing pedestrian signals for Old Post Rd. and Unquowa Road - exclusive

All way stop - based on pedestrian volume.. RECOMMENDATION: Table for further study, referring request to state for comments, suggestions and cost participation.

#4  Requesting No Parking Mon - Fri 8:00am - 4:00pm or Do Not Block Driveway sign at 35 John St.  Driveway is blocked by parked cars because of construction or parking overflow from dentist office. RECOMMENDATION: Paint 3 sided rectangle to highlight driveway.  Include 1 or 2 feet extra on either side of driveway similar to Reef Road driveways.

#5  Request Dead End sign, or No Outlet sign, or No Thru Trucks sign.

Trucks turning around constantly in cul de sac.. RECOMMENDATION: Denied -  existing sign obscured by tree branch. (notify DPW to trim branch).

#6  Request Do Not Block Driveway sign or No Parking sign at above location.

Driveway being blocked due to impact of cars parking for sporting events at Miro field. RECOMMENDATION: Paint 3 sided rectangle to highlight driveway at 920 Burroughs Road.

#7  Vehicles are being parked for full day very close to driveway obstructing exit views.

Requesting  solution to this problem.. RECOMMENDATION: Denied
Old Business – none

New Business – Introduction of the new Police Union President Sgt. Broderick

Chief Peck has requested that the rule for reviewing traffic survey decisions be reduced from 1yr to 6 months. Discussion.  Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard to change the review time of traffic surveys to 6 months; carried unanimously.

Commissioner Lazinger arrived at the meeting.

Officer Deangelis then gave a presentation to the Commission with regard to implementing a K-9 unit for the Fairfield Police Department.  Officer Jim Antonelli, Danbury Police Dept. k-9 unit, spoke also with regard to the benefits of having a K-9 unit.
Motion by Commissioner Howard; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to table the request until the next meet; carried unanimously.

Chief Peck presented to the Commission a request for a comprehensive study of the police department by an outside firm, Blackburn Strategies, at a cost of $9,500.00.  The Division Commanders, Tom Bremer, First Selectman’s Chief of Staff, and the Union President were all given copies of the proposal.  The Union has no problem with it going forward.  Would like to have input as it progresses.  Mr. Blackburn has done work in surrounding towns.  The Commission also requested that a k-9 feasibility study be made part of the study, as to whether or not it is needed.  Commissioner Fitzpatrick thought the price for such a study was reasonable.   Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to go ahead with the study as presented; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger; carried unanimously.
Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to reappoint the list of specials as presented; carried unanimously.

Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger to accept the $1,000 donation for the PBA; carried unanimously.

Monthly report was presented.

Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to adjourn and go into private executive session for the purpose of discussing personnel matters and pending litigation; carried unanimously.
