FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 12, 2008

The regular meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Lazinger at 4:30 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Lazinger; the Secretary, Commissioner Norma Peterson; Commissioners Postol, Dubrosky, Hersh, Kleber; Chief Peck; Captain Comers; Lieutenant Lyddy; Bill Hurley; First Selectman Flatto; Mary Carroll-Mirylees.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Chairman, Commissioner Lazinger stated to the Board that Commissioner Fitzpatrick is out of the state and that Commissioner Fitzpatrick wanted the Board to know that he has an interest in one of the traffic surveys and he requested that it be carried over to the next meeting.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commission Kleber and seconded by Commissioner Dubrosky; carried unanimously.

Traffic Surveys:

1.  T.S. #1 Fairfield Beach – request Fairfield Beach improvements discussed and agreed upon at a Fairfield Beach Road meeting.  Discussion was held on the requested improvements.  Lieutenant Lyddy said that the survey team received an engineering study.  More review of the GIS (global information system) maps from engineering needed.  Kathy Stracken of 1062 Reef Road requested more sidewalks.  Bill Hurley said that certain streets maybe put on the “Top Ten” list for new or repaired sidewalks.  Alyssa Israel addressed the Board reemphasizing the requests stated in traffic survey 1.  She wants more stop sign and speed enforcement.  Motion by Commissioner Dubrosky; seconded by Commissioner Kleber for more enforcement.  Novelty/warning signs, motion by Commissioner Postol to deny.  Permanent  “Welcome to Fairfield Beach” signs, motion by Commissioner Hersh; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to deny; carried unanimously.  The pedestrian “Awareness Box”, motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to table; carried unanimously.  Overall area will be reviewed for speed limit signs is tabled for further discussion with Bill Hurley.  Penfield roundabout plan, motion by Commissioner Peterson to deny without prejudice allowing to come back sighting the 6 month rule; Commissioner Hersh against.
2.  T.S. #2 – Post Road, Brick Walk Expansion – discussion was held and present were Mr. Kleban, his attorney Mike Alenti, Attorney Saxl and Kevin Lesko.  Commissioner Lazinger stated that Commissioner Fitzpatrick requested in his absence that this survey be tabled to the April agenda.  A discussion was held by Attorney Saxl and the Board on the fact that it was a conflict of interest to have Commissioner Fitzpatrick involved in the decision and vote on this survey.  Again, Commissioner Lazinger asked that this survey be tabled.  Commissioner Hersh requested that this survey be discussed and voted on because there are time restraints involving the Brick Walk Expansion.  Discussion was held by Kevin Lesko, Attorney Alenti, the Board of Commissioners, First Selectman Flatto and Chief Peck on the issue of installing a third traffic light or moving a traffic light on the Post Road.  Attorney Alenti stated that the DOT does not want to move the traffic light or install another traffic light and the DOT has the final say on the Post Road.  Kevin Lesko requested the installation of another traffic light because of the new construction.  He asked for a review at a later date.  Motion by Commissioner Lazinger to deny and review at a later date; seconded by Commissioner Kleber; carried unanimously.
3.  T.S. #3 - Barlow Road between Round Hill Road and Unquowa Road – high speed, violation of existing no-parking signs and congestion at peak periods.  Recommendation to table this item to the April agenda based on the need for further review.  Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to table this item to April; carried unanimously.

4.  T.S. #4 - Fairfield University, North Benson Road – proposal to construct a daycare center on Fairfield University Campus.  Commissioner Hersh sees a problem with the effect on the neighborhood of increased traffic and parking issues and he noted that the daycare center has been approved by TP&Z.  Commissioner Lazinger stated that Attorney Fallon represents Fairfield University and he requested that this traffic survey be moved to a later date.  Motion by Commissioner Postol; and seconded by Commissioner Peterson to table this item to the April agenda; carried unanimously.
5.  T.S. #5 - 1600 Kings Highway East – install a “hidden driveways” sign going westbound on Kings Highway (East) before the start of the curve and hill that blocks the sightline.   Motion by Commissioner Postol, seconded by Commissioner Peterson to table this item to the April agenda; carried unanimously.

6.  T.S. #6 – Trinity Nursery School, Southport – install school signs similar to the signs at St. Paul’s Nursery School.  Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to table this item to the April agenda; carried unanimously.

Old Business – none discussed.

New Business (a) – Chief Peck presented a donation of $50 for Animal Control from Robert and Nancy Strong.  Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to accept; carried unanimously

(b) – discussion was held to eliminate one captain’s position and to establish the deputy chief’s position.  The Board of Police Commissioners need to endorse the deputy chief’s position so that the budget process can continue.  Money for the position is in the exiting budget.  Motion by Commissioner Hersh; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to endorse the deputy chief position and eliminate one captain’s position; carried unanimously.

Monthly report was presented.

Captain Comers addressed the Board on behalf of himself and Captains Dyer and Filush requesting to put on the April agenda.

Motion by Commissioner Peterson to adjourn the meeting and go into Private Executive Session for the purpose of personnel matters and pending litigation; seconded by Commissioner Kleber; carried unanimously.
