REGULAR MEETING

JULY 10, 2008

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Lazinger at 4:40 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Lazinger, the Secretary, Commissioner Peterson, Commissioners: Postol, Hersh, Chief  Peck, Dep Chief MacNamara, Captain Filush.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The Chairman for the record acknowledged the passing of Selectman Dougiello, whom the Commission wished to recognize that of  her dedicated service to the people of the Town of Fairfield.  The Commission sends their condolences to her family and friends.  Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Peterson; carried unanimously.
Traffic surveys:

T.S. #1 Post Road (Route 1)at Pease Avenue – request No Left Turn sign eastound on Post Road at Pease Avenue.  Eastbound operators cannot see oncoming traffic, especially when in the left lane westbound.  Similar obstruction also exists for the westbound traffic – they cannot see eastbound traffic turning in front of them.  Recommend to refer to the State Department of Transportation for survey.  
Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Peterson; to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #2 Fairfield Beach Road – Request to create tow away zone on North side of Fairfield Beach Road from Reef Road to College Place.  Install tow away zone plaques under the no parking signs.  Also install traffic counter for Rowland Road between Edward Street and Fairfield Beach Road.  Recommend to refer to traffic enforcement for increased enforcement of existing signs.  Also request Dept. of Public Works to trim the brush on Fairfield Beach Road in the area of posted signs.

Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Hersh; to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #3 Villa Avenue – request inspection of fire lane at new senior housing – Villa Avenue.  Recommend to approve request. 

Motion by Commissioner Hersh, seconded by Commissioner Postol; to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #4 Jackman Avenue – request for Stop sign on Jackman Avenue at the Fairmont Terrace intersection due to the speed of traffic.  Recommend to deny Stop sign, but increase traffic enforcement. Commissioner Fitzpatrick who lives in the area does not see a need for a stop sign.

Motion by Commissioner Hersh; seconded by Commissioner Postol; to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.
Old Business – Captain Filush reports that radar was run on Bronson and Steep Hill. Results: 7verbal, 8 motor vehicle, 18 infractions. One m.v. accident in last 2 years.

Kings Highway West radar was  also done.

These areas will be monitored in the future.  A comprehensive traffic plan to be worked out after promotions have taken place.

New Business – none

Monthly Report was presented.  The fireworks detail was uneventful. One D.U.I  arrest.

Also, arrests have been made with regard to the shooting incident that happened on Pope Street.

Motion by Commissioner Hersh; seconded by Commissioner Postol to adjourn the regular meeting and go into Private Executive Session for the purpose of discussing personnel matters and pending litigation at 4:55 p.m.; carried unanimously.
