FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 10, 2008

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order at 4:30 p.m.

Present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Lazinger, the Secretary, Commissioner Peterson; Commissioners: Postol, Kleber, Dubrosky, Hersh, Fitzpatrick, Captain Filush.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Captain Filush will be handling the meeting in the absence of Chief Peck and D/C Macnamara are testifying in court.

Commissioner Peterson would like to amend the previous month’s meeting to read the following: to move the issue of the complaint against Officers Schweitzer and Buckmir by Mr. Carr to Private Executive Session because ti was so stated Personnel Matters.
Motion by Commissioner Hersh; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to approve the minutes of the last meeting with the amendment offered by Commissioner Peterson; carried unanimously.

Traffic Surveys:

T.S. #1 – Shady Hill, Oxbow and Thornhill Roads – request Stop sign at the top of Oxbow Road where it intersects with Shady Hill Road.  There is a school bus stop and no sidewalk for the children.  Residents believe this stop sign would improve safety for the children.  See attached letter and neighborhood petition.  This request was tabled from last month’s surveys for additional engineering study and traffic count of road to be completed.  Recommend – Stop sign be approved for the eastbound lane of Shady Hill Road at Oxbow Road in the area of SNET pole 6058 between 67 and 95 Shady Hill Road.  Town engineer has determined the bushes in front of 90 Shady Hill Road at Oxbow are on town property and removal would improve the sightline.  Town Tree Warden to be notified.  Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Hersh to approve T.S. #1 recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #2 – Osborne Hill Road between Knollwood and N Benson – Request reflective paint on curb and/or a curve sign before the curve at 242 Osborne Hill Road due to speeding cars/motorcycles hitting curb and losing control.  Recommend Curve Ahead sign for the west side of Osborne Hill Road, to be located in the area of UI polie 3284.  Reflective edgeline to be from Knollwood Road to N. Benson Road on both sides of the roadway.  Motion by Commissioner Ftizpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Hersh to approve T.S. #2 recommendation; carried unanimously.

T.S. #3 Paulding Street between Smith and Dwight Streets – request for Stop Signs on Paulding Street @ Smith and Dwight Streets in order to slow down traffic.  Many children reside on Smith and Dwight streets and residents are concerned for their safety due to traffic speeding on the roadway.  Recommendation denied.  There are adequate sidewalks in the area for pedestrians.  Stop signs are already in place at Paulding and Rowland Road and Paulding and Millard Street.  Motion by Commissioner Kleber; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.
T.S. #4 5520 Park Avenue Fairfield Ct. – request to review roadway renovations for a traffic roundabout at 5520 Park Avenue, Ffld. Ct. for new construction. Recommendation to table the request indefinitely.  State of Ct has formed a roundabout committee to study the use of roundabouts in Ct.  Report and findings to follow. Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Kleber to approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.
Jessica McGrath addressed the Commission with regard to Stratfield Road at Church Hill Road. Ms. McGrath realizes that barrels are a hindrance.  Would like more signage added, and the color changed.  Signage to be added:  Cars must stop for Pedestrians in Crosswalk.”
Stratfield Road and Churchill Road tabled until next month.

At the request of Fairfield Beach Road, that item, the presentation,  is tabled until next month.

New Business:  Motion by Commissioner Postol; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger; to nominate Commissioner Peterson as the next Chairman. Vote:  carried unanimously.

Motion by Commissioner  Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; to nominate Commissioner Kleber as Secretary.  Vote: carried unanimously.

Donation of 40,000 rounds of 40 caliber practice ammo Metal Specialities.  Motion by Commissioner Postol to accept the donation; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; carried unanimously.  
Meeting dates 2009:  The Commission concurred that the meeting dates for 2009 were as follows:  January 14, February 11, March 11, April15, May 13, June 10, July 8, August 12, September 9, October 14, November 11, December 9 all beginning at 4:30 p.m.
There was a request to expend $15,000 from the Asset Forfeiture Account for the Marina Bldg.  Motion by Commissioner Kleber; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; that this request be tabled until next month, so that a report can be presented on the project.  Commissioner Hersh also would like to know if the completion of the building would coincide with the 2009 boating season.  Vote:  carried unanimously.

Monthly Report was presented.

Commissioner Peterson on behalf of the Commission thanked Commissioner Lazinger for his service as Chairman for 2008.

There was no business for Private Executive Session.

Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Postol to adjourn the meeting at 5:10 pm.; carried unanimously.
