NOVEMBER 14, 2007

The meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Postol at 5:00 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Postol, the Secretary, Commissioner Lazinger, Commissioner Howard, Peterson, Fitzpatrick, Chief Peck, Captains: Comers, Dyer, Filush, Macnamara, Lt. Lyddy, Sgt. Zabin, Sgt. Lussier, Offr. Gunter.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Howard with the following correction:  roll instead of role, carried unanimously.

Commissioner Postol presented Commissioner Howard a token of appreciation (clock) of the Commission’s, the Town’s, and the members of the police department for his dedicated service as a Police Commissioner and to the Town of Fairfield.

Detective Hallama, on behalf of the PBA, also presented a gift of appreciation to Commissioner Howard.

Traffic Surveys – T.S. #1 Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Peterson to approve; carried unanimously.

First Selectman Flatto arrived and conveyed to Commissioner Howard his thanks for the Commissioner’s dedicated service to the Town and the Police Commission.

Discussion was held on T.S. #2 – Commissioner Peterson was concerned with sightline problems.  Mr. Switzer of 994 N. Benson Road had contacted Lt. Lyddy against the No Parking signs. Mr. Golger spoke and suggested that the no parking between Monday through Friday only.  First Selectman Flatto spoke, and was against the signage being put up. Saw problems with limiting access to availability of parking for school functions.  He thought that 50’ in was fine from the corner.  
Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to table the item and revisit it; carried unanimously.

T.S. #4 Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick approve the recommendation; carried unanimously.

Draft of Consultant, Mr. Blackburn, is due the Monday after Thanksgiving.

Budget(Police, ECC, Animal Control) – Reviews   It was determined that a vote by the Commission is not necessary to move the Budget along in it’s process.  What is being presented this evening is a work in process. Each budget was highlighted with the major changes and requests.  There are changes coming from Finance, L. Gardiner, and a few items to be tweaked.  
Chief Peck and Captain Comers informed the Commission that they attended the Conn. Law Enf. Challenge Awards luncheon where the Fairfield Police Department was the winner in a raffle of an electronic message board for a year’s free use which was supplied by one of the vendors.
