FAIRFIELD BOARD OF POLICE COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 10, 2007

The regular meeting of the Board of Police Commissioners was called to order by the Chairman, Commissioner Postol at 5 p.m.

Those present:  the Chairman, Commissioner Postol, the Secretary, Commissioner Lazinger, Commissioners Fitzpatrick, Howard, Peterson, Chief Peck, Captains: Comers, Dyer, Filush, Macnamara, Sgt. Tursi, Offr. Fracassini.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger, carried unanimously.

Traffic Surveys:

T.S. #1 – Motion by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to remove T.S. #1 until we here from Bill Hurley with regard to the Safe School Program; carried unanimously.

T.S. #2 – Accident history was reviewed.  Only four accidents found since 2001.  The tree does not seem to be a problem, only to those who role through the stop sign.  The tree warden is going to look at the tree with regard to its health.  Ms. Levery was given this data today, via phone.  If the tree is removed, it would not change the recommendation of the survey team.  Motion by Commissioner Fitzpatrick; seconded by Commissioner Lazinger to deny the request for a stop sign, and refer the tree to the Tree Warden for input; carried unanimously.

T.S. #3 – Denied due to lack of neighborhood petition.
T.S. #4 – Mr. & Mrs. Quigley spoke with regard to their request for a stop sign at Short Hill Lane.  Mrs. Quigley noted that only one person was not in agreement, that he felt in bad weather cars could not make the hill.  Motion by Commissioner Lazinger; seconded by Commissioner Peterson to adopt the recommendation; carried unanimously.

Traffic Survey requests:

#1  Create a school safety zone. RECOMMENDATION: Tabled

#2  Install a stop sign on Jennings Road and Glen Arden south.

Also, the huge tree on Jennings intersection could be cut to help visibility (where the stop sign is suggested to be placed).

. RECOMMENDATION: Review accident history. Provide Engineering with accident history for consideration.

Tabled pending review of material.

#3  Install a traffic light at the intersection of Burroughs Rd. & Fairfield Woods Rd.

Difficult to get out of Burroughs Rd. onto Fairfield Woods Rd. and make a left turn onto Fairfield Woods Rd. from Burroughs. Sometimes traffic is so heavy on Ffld Woods Rd. it is impossible to turn left onto Fairfield Woods. Rd. RECOMMENDATION: Denied - Neighborhood Petition form needs to be presented before further consideration

#4 Install stop signs on Short Hill Lane (going north) and two (2) stop signs north and south on Lakeview Drive at the junction with Short Hill Lane.

A new large home built on Lakeview Dr. has changed the area on the corner of Lakeview Dr. and Short Hill La. Cars traveling up Short Hill Lane have less visibility of Lakeview Dr. & its traffic flow from north to south. The slope of the land on Lakeview has changed. It has been designed higher from the Short Hill Lane road level. RECOMMENDATION: Replace existing yield sign with a new one and reduce the height. Install an "intersection ahead" sign on Lakeview Drive between #100 and new construction.
Old Business – Mr. Blackburn who is doing the consultant study has met with several people.  He will be back at least two more times to meet with individuals.  The consultant’s report will most likely be ready sometime in November.

New Business – Sgt. Zabin gave a presentation on Safe Driver and a report on the Connecticut Challenge.  The department placed 3rd in the Connecticut Challenge.

The Commission was given a tour of the detective bureau to view the renovations that have taken place.

Monthly Report – Captain Macnamara presented the monthly report.

Motion by Commissioner Peterson; seconded by Commissioner Fitzpatrick to adjourn and go into private executive session for the purpose of personnel matters and pending litigation at 6:05 p.m. carried unanimously.
